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Holy Privileges !  

 
Steve Arnaudin said it best when I sat back down beside him following our celebrating the Sacrament of 
Baptism for Charlotte Hollister Coan.  Steve leaned over and whispered, ñThatôs the best part of your job, 
isnôt it?ò  Yeah, it is.  Without a doubt.   
 

For months now, maybe even longer than that, our Tuesday Morning Prayer Group has been praying  
for Pam Lacroix, a cousin of Anna Galloway.  Pam had been sick and Roberta Ashley regularly took 
Prayer Grams by the house, and Kerry and I stopped by as often as possible.  Kerry went by during the 
last weekend in June, and Pam told her she wanted to be baptized soon.  I went by on Monday June 28th, 
and Pamôs mother, Dorene said that Pam wanted to be baptized the next day, that ñPam was expecting 
it!ò 
 

So Kerry and I went, and both Pam and Dorene received The Sacrament of Baptism.  Pam was awake 
only one or two other times I visited her.  When I stopped by on Wednesday, July 7th, her mom told me 
that Pam was sleeping all the time.  Pam died the next morning, but Dorene said over and over again, 
ñPam was so happy she had been baptized.  She told everybody who came by to see her about it.  She 
had accepted the fact that she could receive Godôs forgiveness.  She was the happiest she had ever 
been.ò 
 

Thank you for allowing us to have this privilege.  It not only changes the lives of those who receive  
The Sacrament, but it changes those of us who celebrate it as well.  Once in Reidsville, at Woodmont 
Methodist, we baptized Jean Granade, a career United States Air Force guy, who had struggled with  
the idea of Baptism for much of his life, too. But when he gave himself to ñThe Hound of Heavenò and  
received The Sacrament, this big, strong, ñManôs Manò wept tears of joy.  It was one of the happiest days 
of my life, too.  Six weeks later, I had the privilege the, too, of escorting Jeanôs body to Arlington National 
Cemetery.   
 

Life is sacred.  Everyone we meet is a special and unique creation of God.  And life is precious, too.   
My ñbiggest sonò is Scott Youmans, who wrestled for our team of Eastern Guilford High School in  
Greensboro.  Scott and his family are special to me, in part because his mother died when Scott was 8 
and his father when Scott was 9.  Scottôs older sister is Gala, a beautiful young wife and mother of three 
boys, and his older sister was/is Murray.   When I was coaching Scott, his brother, Murray, played football 
at Duke.  I will never forget the day that Murray walked into the Eastern Guilford wrestling room, fresh off 
of beating the Carolina football team (some of you may not understand just how good that feels!) and I 
reached up, shook his hand, and said ñthank you.ò  Nothing else needed to be said.  We bonded because 
we understood each other.  But at the age of 35, Murray, like his parents, also developed cancer and died 
much too young.  I did his service in the Duke Chapel, still remembering that first greeting and handshake 
many years later. 
 

This journey of life is so short, so precious, because this earthly walk in finite.  To be able to touch and be 
touched by others is indeed a holy privilege. Thank you for letting us be a part of that.
